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OOH in GPST1 and GPST2

· Out of hours experience is important for GP training and in GPST1 and GPST2 it is a compulsory part of the Peninsula Deanery's training programme for general practice

· The key word is experience which means ST1/2 doctors have a supernumerary role in OOH sessions and are there to observe and be exposed to OOH work to discover what it means in practice


· Trainers should ensure their ST1 and ST2 registrars complete the required number of sessions which may be arranged in the same way as for GPStRs (in ST3) - providers have a list of doctors who are willing to have observers


·  Registrars should attend two sessions for each three months in general practice
· Supervising doctors are not expected to complete any documentation and there is no mechanism for payment for having an ST1 or ST2 observer

· OOH experience in these years may be entered into ePortfolio records
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
